The Arizona State Senate is currently hiring temporary full-time and part-time Senate Pages for the
upcoming 2012 Session. The position pays an hourly wage of $9.00.

The Legislative session is expected to last one hundred calendar days (however, past sessions have
extended anywhere from April to late June). Work would begin the second Monday in January and
terminate upon the conclusion of session.

Job Description and duties of a Senate Page:

The Senate Page program provides applicants an exciting up-close look and behind the scenes
experience of the Legislative process in the State of Arizona.

Pages are non-partisan staff and serve all 30 members of the Senate.

Pages play an important role in the day-to-day operation of the Arizona State Senate. Page duties
consist primarily of delivery of correspondence and legislative material (bills, amendments,
calendars, etc.) within the Senate building and the Capitol complex. Examples of other duties include
the general delivery of memos and messages, sorting incoming mail, delivering newspapers, picking
up outgoing mail, bill filing, computer and technical assistance, and any other general assistance that
Is required.

The most important responsibility of a Page is to attend to the needs of the Senators while on the
Senate Chamber floor during formal sessions, in standing committee meetings and in Party cau-
cuses. Pages assist in preparing for committee hearing and floor sessions by distributing legislative
material to the desks of members and in setting up electronic equipment and computers. Pages
assisting Senators during Floor sessions and committees hearings are expected to stay for the
duration of those meetings, which may extend into the evening hours.

Page Uniform:

Pages are required to wear uniforms while on the job, and are some of the most recognized
employees of the Senate and capitol complex. The page uniform (most will be provided) consists of a
navy blue blazer, light blue long-sleeved oxford shirt, khaki dress pants and a striped tie.
